Our shaping staff and heavy equipment operators
have high proficiency and extensive expertise in
earthwork activities with due regard to both required
protocols’ and safety conditions’ compliance. Within
various projects, we have been working with diverse
amounts of excavated, displaced, substituted earth —
from 100,000 to 1 000 000 cubic yards.

We start rough shaping on a golf course with exca-
vation and leveling of the sub-base that must be lev-
el and sustainable as the entire profile rests on it. In
cases of planned manufactured root zone usage, we
excavate the existing topsoil and truck it away. In cer-
tain climates, rock extraction in the sub-base may be
requisite: Caused by the frost heave, rocks can com-
pletely contaminate even the perfect sports pitch.
That is why all rocks down to 1-inch diameter must be
eliminated that sometimes means quite a challenge.

Thorough terrain examination prior to the start is im-
perative as, depending on the architectural design,
every project involves diverse volumes of earthworks
and lake excavation processes that would significant-
ly impact the project'’s overall cost.

Lake excavation and mass excavation usually com-
poses the most of the earthwork operations and pro-
vide ground material for elevating the grades of sites
for real estate, roads, clubhouse, etc.

To develop a drainage system in a proper way, being
alert to the ground-water level in the given region as
well as to the particular soil structure is of great im-
portance. Some contractors frequently install drain-
age pipes conventionally, disregarding any charac-
teristic features of water movement within a specific
soil type in the first place and without consideration
of chemical and physical soil parameters’ analysis.
Soil classification is based on its structure; this is
precisely soil characteristics that play a decisive role
in defining its drainage capacity. Soil categorization
is based on the relative percentage of sand, silt, and
clay in a soil's structure.

The soils with clay and/or silt prevalence contain
rather small pores while soils with high sand content,
as a rule, are designated to have large pores. Given
that a downward water movement in soils containing
large pores is more rapid, sandy soils’ drainage ca-
pacity is higher by far than of either silt or clay soils.
Furthermore, it should be remembered that compac-
tion in a soil clogs the pores and, consequently, de-
teriorates the drainage.

A thorough, qualitative analysis of the soil as well
as its characteristics and potential in the first place
would facilitate the decision-making on proper tech-
nical solutions, which afterward, would help avoid
unnecessary costs in the future. To prevent clogging
of the course’s profile and to ensure the free water
movement underneath the soil, along with soil drain-
age capabilities, that of the used materials is tested
as well. Discretely, we focus on installing main line
drainage (fairways, green surrounds, etc.) and fea-
ture drainage (bunkers, tee, greens). Technical works
on both surface and sub-surface drainage systems
should be an ongoing part of each and every good
overall maintenance plan.

Green is the most important part of the golf course
and, from our perspective, a duly constructed green
must resist compaction, retain nutrients, as well as
enable sufficient water and air infiltration and perco-
lation. Greens should be built in areas with plenty of
sun and good drainage. The size of greens depends
on exactitude of contours, approach shot length, haz-
ards emplacement, and maintenance practices. The
shape of greens is affected by the approach shot dis-
tance, direction of prevailing winds, and slopes of the
terrain.

To construct an adequate teeing ground, we start with
the investigation of the site's growing conditions and, to
size a tee box properly, consider the volume and types
of play it should allow. The more access points tee box
will have (to spread the golfers flow over a large area),
and the more sunlight it will receive daily (at least 8
hours required), the more enduring and wear-resistant
tee will be. Tee boxes might be constructed either sep-
arately or in sections, rather big ones, so that an oper-
ator could save time for cutting. To encourage walking,
we locate teeing grounds in close proximity to previous
greens, and to provide safe conditions for both play-
ers and course workers, we, generally, keep the tee
sides’ slope at approximately 18 degrees (3:1) or less.
Tee boxes are the only features of a golf course to be
leveled so as to provide small slope while also straight
surface for golf hit comfort.

Whether it's a fairway, greenside or a waste bunker, in
our work, we opt for lining it with a water impervious
barrier or spray-coat the bunker bottom with such a
barrier that will prevent weeds growth and avert mud
with sand intermixing. We have rich experience in
construction sand bunkers of diverse shapes and siz-
es, bearing in mind that simple shapes are easier to
maintain and, as a rule, are more pertinent in gently
rolling terrains while more complicated shapes will
better suit rugged areas.

The first and foremost principle to con-
sider, regardless of the turfgrass estab-
lishment method you've opted for, is the
planting window — the time when soil and
air temperatures are most relevant for
germination. This period can be 4 to 8
weeks long and means the time from ini-
tial seeding to the first mowing procedure.

Seeding is known to be the fastest, easiest, and
cheapest method, though it has some drawbacks. Ini-
tially, it requires much larger amounts of water during
the longest period (7 to 28 days). Another disadvan-
tage lies in its erodibility by wind and water, even with
protective mulches used. While the optimal germina-
tion takes 14 to 21 days, some seeded species may
require as long as 6 months to mature.

When opting for hydroseeding, one gives precedence
to the most environmentally safe method, being it
non-toxic, secure, and easy to apply. Our company
is fully conversant with the use of Hydromulch and
Flexterra which includes the adhesive substance Hy-
drotac. It helps us greatly in achieving quicker germi-
nation, especially on sloping areas, in turn reducing
damage from washouts.

The key downside of sodding is cost. In terms of spe-
cies, sod can cost from $0.20 to $2.00 per square
foot installed, given that poor sod would most likely
contain Poa annua contamination and excess thatch.
The principal concern, when particularly sodding
greens, will be with the compatibility of the material
the sod is grown on (a high risk of layering resulting in
a lack of rooting). One most likely would avoid layering
problems with adding a soil-based sod to a soil-based
area, suchlike fairways, and roughs. Two advantages
of sodding are speed the golf course matures and the
virtual elimination of washouts.

Irrespective of the method used for establishing turf-
grass, successful maturing is achievable with the
proper material selection and accurate water man-
agement.

Depending on climate and seed type, the most
critical period during the grow-in phase is the first
three to five weeks since initial seeding and once
the first irrigation procedure occurs

The grow-in of newly seeded turf demands 10
times more fertilization within a restricted period of
time in comparison with the maintenance of the
rest of the golf course

Precautionary fungicide treatments are advisable
for applying at higher rates and more frequently

The main greenkeeper’s goal during the grow-in
phase is to minimize soil erosion while raising the
turfgrass as soon as possible

The time of the very first mowing (topping) is of vi-
talimportance inasmuch as in case the turf initially
is cut too low, then the grass growth will severely
roll back

The higher phosphorus and potassium levels are,
the more intensive the grow-in will be and the
more sturdily the root zone will develop, further
still, it will help prevent turf diseases

Irrigation will work in greatest favor on condition
that is undergoing every two to three daylight
hours

After the seed is watered for the first time, by no
means let it get dry even for the shortest periods,
with this in mind, the irrigation through individual
field controllers will bring the best results

When it comes to the equipment, make sure all
of the air filters are checked throughout the day
and duly cleaned, engine oil is changed frequently
enough, and preventative measures against con-
struction dust are taken in a befitting way
